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SERVICE NOTES

1. Apply Loctite #222 sparingly to second and third male pipe threads immediately prior to installing
gauge and pipe plug.

Use Fluorolube to lubricate **0'’-Rings.

(AR 151, 153, 154) Use 50 foot pounds of torque to tighten housing cap and 35 foot pounds of torque
to tighten back plug.

(AR 350) Use 35 foot pounds of torque to tighten housing cap and 16-20 foot pounds of torque to

tighten nozzle.

Install finer meshed side of screen away from body. _

. All metal parts should be cleaned with Freon TF or an equivalent cleaning solvent. Make certain these
cleaning solvents are used in accordance with the manufacturers instruction. Freon TF is a ''DuPont"'
product. DO NOT allow the seat assembly, diaphragm assembly, ‘*0’'-Rings, or cap bushings to come
in contact with Freon TF because it may cause these materials to swell or stress crack. If these parts
require cleaning use a mild soap solution, followed by a thorough rinsing with water.

If you suspect the seat assembly, diaphragm assembly, or *'0''-Rings have come in contact with oil,
grease or other petroleum based substance they should be replaced.
