Installation Instructions

The VersaFiller is an extension of the Aqua Pointes product line that mounts

directly above Versacoolers| and Il products. No additional electrical
connections are required.

If installed onto a refrigerated cooler, then chilled water can be dispensed
through the VersaFiller. Otherwise, room temperature water will be dispensed.

The VersaFiller is shipped partially assembled.

On the combo units, the cooler is plumbed and ready to attach to the
VersaFiller.

When completed, the finished assembly will look like this:

A: Drilling hole in the top for water line connection.

panel to access the water stop valve.

B: Connecting the water line

Note: If you are retrofitting the Versafiller to an existing cooler,
follow the instructions starting on page 11.

For the single “Versafiller ready” cooler, the tube to connect to the Versafiller
is found inside the access panel (the compressor compartment). This tube
supplies cold water from the cooling tank to the Versafiller.
